
 

Latest improvements 
 
Since 2006 St Clement's Retreat & Conference Centre has 
undergone a significant transformation under the guidance 
of Rector Fr Pat Corbett who has overseen the overall  
rejuvenation of the complex and its surroundings as an  
environmental sanctuary. Began in 1917 the refurbished 
monastery complex has a number of meeting spaces  
including a large conference room and breakout spaces,  
historic Galong House (c1850) and an art space. The Centre 
can cater for groups of 10 to 100 with a range of  
accommodation - twin ensuite rooms; and double, twin and 
single rooms with shared bathroom facilities. A rustic  
hermitage (with air conditioning) is also available.  
 

 

The latest improvement 
completed in February 2010 
has been the complete re-
furbishment of the Retreat 
House to give guests a 
greater degree of comfort. 
Individual air conditioning, 
enhanced lighting, plumbing 
and new furnishings have 
transformed the two flats, 
three double and thirty-one 
single rooms with the  
carried out in the future. Set 
in 800 acres St Clement's 
offer expansive grounds, 
walks to the grotto, Rosary 
Hill and the historic  
cemetery, a refurbished 
 museum (due June 2011),
